The Confederate Reunlon for

day Taw. The big eastern trunk line
roads, representing lines east of the
Missisaippi and north of the Potomac
and Ohio-rivers, filed a formal
tition for a horizontal increase in
freight rates, which managers of the
western lines tonight endorsed. While
the detailed figurds on the increase
were_not announced, it was under-
atood that the roads ssked for an
increase - atounting to betwren 10
and 15 per cent of the present rates.
The petition for the horizontal
crease was filed by the eastern roads,
but tonight President Rea, of the
Penpsylvania, received a telegram
which announced the adherence of
the western trunk lines to the pro-
posal put forward by the lines in the
east.
The southern railroads shortly are
expected to concur epresenta-
tions contained in the eastern rail-
roads' petition for higher rates. The
railroad presidents now in Washing-
ton in_chatge of the case befo the
commission are in commu
with/the railway chiefs of othef sec-
tionk and a committee representing
the other lines is to come to Wash-
ington to prestht briefs.
